FINANCING

» Partners may find it difficult to invest across disease areas, creating silos
and putting more strain on funding.

» Country governments may find it difficult to sustain decades of successful HIV, TB,
and malaria programming.

Integrating global health funding and programming across diseases will ensure people living
with or at great risk of contracting HIV, TB, and malaria can access care for years to come.

Ideally, the patient should be able to get affordable care in one place, have a healthy baby,

and eventually contribute to her community.

» Encourage and support host countries to adopt reforms
that save lives and money.

» Provide joint access to HIV, TB, and malaria care and integrate
antenatal support.

» Merge and coordinate supply chains, data and lab systems, and human resources for health
and monitor aggressively for inefficiencies.

> Ensure that health workers train across health sectors to perform various tasks.

» Support ways to improve patient behavior to encourage long-term health.
